Wavy Gravy

1. Attach the battery to the wires

2. Place the wave making rod (the part that move up and down) into the water in the center of the tray

3. Observe the wave patterns

4. Take the wave maker out of the water and let it settle

5. Place the wave maker at one end of the tray and slowly move the wave maker across the tray

6. Observe the wave patterns

The Singing Carvaggio

1. Put on Safety Goggles

2. Strike a tuning fork with the striker

3. Hold the fork about 2cm above the lip of each flask

4. Note observations (table form may be helpful!)

5. Repeat process with all forks

Now You Hear It…

1. Start with box openings about 10cm apart

2. Strike the tuning fork without the clamps

3. Note observations

4. Strike the tuning fork with the clamp
5. Note observations

6. Strike both tuning forks simultaneously

7. Note observations

8. Repeat step #6 several time with the boxes at different distances

9. Note observations

 Yes, It Sounds Like Star Wars

1. Stretch the plain spring out (about 2m)

2. Move the spring around so that it hits the desk

3. Flick the spring

4. Note observations

5. Do the same thing again with the blue-coned spring 

6. Note observations

Don’t Hit Anyone With This

1. Place the battery in the holder

2. Wrap the string several time around your finger

3. Have your lab partners stand 2m away from you

4. CAREFULLY Swing the cup in a circle above your head

5. Have your partners make observations

6. Remove the cup form the apparatus

7. Repeat steps 2 - 5

8. Unplug battery

Sympathy For The Devil

1. Strike each tuning fork and note observations

2. Set boxes “X” and “Y” (with box openings facing each other) about 10cm apart

3. Have one person hold fork “Z”

4. Strike tuning fork “X”

5. Grab the same fork (to stop it from vibrating) 

6. Note observations

7. Repeat several times with the boxes at different distances from each other

8. Note observations

9. Set boxes “X” and “Z” (with box openings facing each other) about 10cm apart

10. Have one person hold fork “Y”

11. Strike tuning fork “X”

12. Note observations

Stick It In Your Ear

1. Wrap one end of the string around your right index finger

2. Wrap the other end around your left

3. Stick your fingers in your ears

4. Swing the objects until they strike the desk

5. Note observations  

Medium Air

1. Connect the battery (bell should sound)

2. Plug the clear hose into the green one 

3. Turn on the pump

4. Run the pump until the pressure reads 600 – NO MORE!!!
5. Turn off pump

6. Take tube off of the pump

7. Note observations

Fun With PVC

1. Stand up the tubes (one inside the other)

2. Hit the top of the tube with your hand (make it make a sound)

3. Manipulate the length of the tubes (inside and outside tube)
